Background on the Gospel Reading 

Today we begin a continuous reading of Mark’s Gospel that will carry us 

through this segment of the liturgical season of Ordinary Time. Remember 

that in Cycle B of the Lectionary, most of the Gospel readings are taken from 

the Gospel according to Mark. 

The Gospel of Mark does not begin with a narrative about Jesus’ birth. In-

stead Mark begins by reporting on the preaching of John the Baptist. John is 

described as the voice in the wilderness sent to prepare the way of the Lord. 

Immediately after describing the work of John the Baptist, Mark reports on 

Jesus’ baptism and his temptation in the desert. Jesus’ public ministry begins 

after the arrest of John the Baptist. Mark wants his readers to understand the 

important connection between the end of the ministry of John the Baptist and 

the beginning of Jesus’ own ministry. 

As we learn at the beginning of today’s Gospel reading, Jesus preaches the 

Kingdom of God in continuity with the preaching of John the Baptist. Like 

John the Baptist, Jesus’ pronouncement of the kingdom is a call to repen-

tance. Yet Jesus’ preaching is greater than John’s. Jesus begins the time of 

fulfillment; the Kingdom of God is already here. This will be demonstrated 

again and again, both in Jesus’ words and in the actions that follow. Jesus’ 

healings and forgiveness of sins are signs of the Kingdom of God that he an-

nounces in his teaching. 

In contrast to last week’s Gospel, in Mark’s Gospel Jesus takes the initiative 

in calling his first disciples. As mentioned last week, it was more typical of 

first-century rabbinical schools for students to seek out rabbis, asking to be 

their disciples. In Mark’s Gospel, Jesus breaks with this tradition and invites 

his disciples to learn from him. Jesus is said to have first called four fisher-

men—Simon, Andrew, James, and John. Simon and Andrew are brothers. 

Jesus promises that he will make them “fishers of men.” James and John are 

also brothers. Mark does not report Jesus' words of invitation to them, but he 

does report that they left their fishing immediately; their father, Zebedee, was 

left behind in the boat.

Pope Francis’s Reflection for Sunday January 21st 2024  

Third Sunday In Ordinary Time  

  

 

Dear Brothers and Sisters, Good morning! 
 

 

As in the Feast of the Epiphany and in that of the Baptism of Jesus, so 

too today’s Gospel passage (cf. Jn 1:35-42) proposes the theme of 

the manifestation of the Lord. This time it is John the Baptist who 

points Him out to his disciples as “the Lamb of God” (v. 36), thus 

inviting them to follow Him. And thus it is for us: the One whom we 

have contemplated in the Mystery of Christmas, we are now called to 

follow in daily life. Therefore, today’s Gospel passage introduces us 

perfectly into Ordinary Liturgical Time, a time that helps to invigorate 

and affirm our journey of faith in ordinary life, in a dynamic that 

moves between epiphany and sequela, be-

tween manifestation and vocation. 
 

The Gospel narrative [2nd Sunday in Ordinary Time year B] indicates 

the essential characteristics of the journey of faith. There is a jour-

ney of faith, and this is the journey of the disciples of all times, ours 

too, beginning with the question that Jesus asks the two who, urged by 

the Baptist, set out to follow Him: “What do you seek?” (v. 38). It is 

the same question that the Risen One asks Mary Magdalene on Easter 

morning: “Woman, whom do you seek?” (cf. Jn 20:15). Each of us, 

as a human being, is seeking: seeking happiness, seeking love, a 

good and full life. God the Father has given us all this in his Son 

Jesus. 
 

In this search, the role of a true witness — of a person who first made 

the journey and encountered the Lord — is fundamental. In the Gos-

pel, John the Baptist is this witness. For this reason he is able to direct 

the disciples toward Jesus, who engages them in a new experience, 

saying: “Come and see” (Jn 1:39). And those two [disciples] will never 

forget the beauty of that encounter, to the extent that the Evangelist 

even notes the time of it: “It was about the tenth hour” (ibid.). Only 

a personal encounter with Jesus engenders a journey of faith and of 

discipleship. We will be able to experience many things, to accomplish 

many things, to establish relationships with many people, but only the 

appointment with Jesus, at that hour that God knows, can give full 

meaning to our life and render our plans and our initiatives fruit-

ful. 
 

It is not enough to build an image of God based on the words that are 

heard; one must go in search of the divine Master and go to where 

he lives. The two disciples ask Jesus, “where are you staying?” (v. 

38). This question has a powerful spiritual meaning: it expresses the 

wish to know where the Lord lives, so as to abide with him. The life 

of faith consists in the wish to abide in the Lord, and thus in a con-

tinuing search for the place where he lives. This means that we are 

called to surpass a methodical and predictable religiosity, rekin-

dling the encounter with Jesus in prayer, in meditating on the 

Word of God and in practicing the Sacraments, in order to abide 

with him and bear fruit thanks to him, to his help, to his grace. 
 

Seeking Jesus, encountering Jesus, following Jesus: this is the jour-

ney. Seeking Jesus, encountering Jesus, following Jesus. 
 

May the Virgin Mary support us in this prospect of following Jesus, of 

going to abide where he lives, in order to listen to his Word of life, 

to adhere to him who takes away the sin of the world, to recover in 

him hope and spiritual impulse.
